Year 5: The Australian Colonies

Overview

Through the context of the Royal Bull's Head Inn, Drayton, and some of the personalities connected with it, students will learn about what
life was like for different groups of people in the colonial period. They examine significant events and people, political and economic
developments, social structures, and settlement patterns.

The content provides opportunities for students to develop historical understanding through key concepts appropriate to their age and
ability, including: sources, continuity and change; cause and effect; perspectives; empathy and significance. These concepts will be
investigated within the historical context of the Royal Bull's Head Inn, the settlement of Drayton and the exploration of the Darling Downs
to facilitate an understanding of the past and to provide a focus for historical enquiries. The content is presented within the two
interrelated strands of Historical Knowledge and Understanding and Historical Skills, and within the framework of the following key
inquiry questions:

What do we know about the lives of people in Australia’s colonial past and how do we know?

How did an Australian colony develop over time and why?

How did colonial settlement change the environment?

What were the significant events and who were the significant people that shaped Australian colonies?

Each section notes the relevant general capabilities (GC), cross-curriculum priorities (CCP) and links to other learning areas (OLA).
